After a rather quiet year (2002), we resumed and
continued our services to the members and the public.
We held 6 speaker meetings at a variety of locations.
The meetings included 5 ACS tour speakers and one
local speaker. By including dinner with most of the
meetings, we increased the attendance. Our local
speaker on the ozone problem in Baton Rouge was a
part of our National Chemistry Week Celebration. The
public was invited to all these meetings.

Our annual Coates Award Banquet attracted 93 people
from ACS, AIChE, and the public.

Our main service project was National Chemistry
Week. We celebrated with hands-on events, classroom
demo programs, land ibrary displays.

We also provided chemistry information to
teachers. 1In addition, we held a Teachers'
Informational Reception to tell the teachers of our
area about the activities and services of ACS.

We spent some of our time on organizational
activities which should strengthen our group. We
held Executive Committee meetings regularly and
updated our by-laws for the first time since 1989.

We expanded our cooperation with other societies when
we were contacted by NOBCChE. Our public relations
effort was continued and expanded.

Overall, we had a more active and very successful

year. Further information about these activities is
presented in Appendix 1.

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1. To reestablish Section meetings and increase
attendance: This year we held 6 regular Section
meetings, plus the annual Coates Award Banquet. By
conbining the meetings with dinner, we were able to
increase the attendance to 50/meeting. (However,
typical speaker meetings had about 30 attendees.)

2. To continue and expand our National Chemistry Week
Programs: Our NCW effort was quite successful this
year. Our main event, Super Science Saturday, drew
over 800 people. University students and industiral
chemists visited hundreds of classrooms. We also had
a speaker on the local ozone problem and displays in
libraries.

3. Increase Services for Teachers: While we had hoped
to do some type of seminar for teachers, we were able
to have a Teachers' Informational Reception to teach
them about ACS and its services for teachers. We
also had a dispaly of helpful materials (demos, etc.)
at the local science teacher's workshop. We have
discovered that there are a number of other programs
for teachers in our area, so there is no need for us
to do a workshop for them.

4. Update the Section By-Laws: For the first time
since 1989, our by-laws have been completely updated
to reflect what we actually do. The revised by-laws
have been submitted to the Committee on Constitution
and By-Laws for review.

6. Continue and expand cooperation with other
scientific societies: We continued our cooperation
with AIChE and expanded it to include their
participation in NCW. This year AIChE

participated in our NCW event, Super Science
Saturday, for the first time. An enthusiastic group
of engineers and students manned a booth with several
hands-on activities for the children. As in past
years, we held the joint Coates Award Banquet.We also
met with representatives of NOBCChE and helped them
publicize their workshop.
